Handling the Hard-to-handle situations

What can you do when there is someone in your group who is hard to handle?

1. Ask God to change your heart for this woman and to see her as God sees her.

2. Seriously begin to pray for her.  Thank him that she is coming to MOPS where you can build a relationship with her and she can hear about Jesus.

3. Step out of the way, and let the Holy Spirit work in both of you.

Situations:

Quiet/shy person—usually doesn’t share

Wool-gatherer or bunny-trail taker—impossible to keep her mind on a point for longer than a few minutes

Monopolizer/Overly Talkative—focuses attention on self, interrupts others all the time

Status-seeker—tries to impress group with what or whom she knows

Clown—is usually a distraction to the group, interrupts with pranks or horesplay

Personality clash—two or more members clash
